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Assignment 3
An experiment concerning geomorphometrics
Task:

You are to perform and write up an exploratory style experiment involving geomorphometrics.  The title and aims of the experiment are left open.  Collaborative working is encouraged, but you may work alone.  The key is to capture a workflow.  Everything is a resource: data, programs, computers, individuals, reports.  What resources did you put together and what did you produce?  Your key output is your write up and this should detail all the other outputs. It should describe all the inputs and the process. So in other words I am asking you to do some work on geomorphometrics and detail your workflow.
Collaborative work:

Develop collaboration skills. It is hard to emphasise how important collaboration is to research and the activities in a ‘World Class’ university.  As you undertake the assignement try and learn from and teach each other.  I want to assess you for this as much as for your understanding of geomorphometrics and the grids software we played with in the practical. Keep notes of your experience to enhance your own personal write up.
Individuals:

If you want to work alone and are stuck for something to do, ask.  There are lots of things to do to organise our information better.  I can farm out tasks and you can write up your workflow.

Requirements:

· A copy of the zipped data file which is online. You should unpack that and read the README.txt file.

· Access to a Java1.5 compiler and runtime environment.

Considerations:

· You should not spend very long on this if you have more pressing commitments. Save your energies for dissertation and major projects.

· You are all working as one big team.

· I have asked you to performing an exploratory experiment. The write up should have: a title, aim, apparatus, method, results and discussion/conclusion.

· As usual, writing up as you go along will probably help (periodically revise and update).
· Write a story, not necessarily one that dwells much on why you chose to do what you did, but one which describes how you went about doing it and if you can identify and detail something that was good or bad about it.
